 I. Carry your own load

 A. Context is important.

 1 Thessalonians 4:11-12 

 2 Thessalonians 3:7-13   

 B. 3 Reasons Vs. 6-10 are One Paragraph

 i. The theme of sowing and reaping is tied to generous giving by Paul and Jesus. 

 ii. Vs. 6 is tied to verse 10 with the words good and all. 

 iii. Vs. 7 starts with “Be not deceived.” and then quotes a proverb.  Two other times 
Paul uses this exact expression and it points to what precedes and is followed by 
application or explanation.  James does it once, as does John.

 II. Sharing with those whose work is preaching and teaching  

 A. Paul translates the OT concept of provision for Levites into provision for elders.
■ 1 Corinthians 9:13-14  

■ 1 Timothy 5:17-18 
● Luke 10:7

 B. Those receiving the Word have a responsibility.  



 III. Let us do good to all people, especially...
 A. Generosity w/ Paul was always for the work of the Gospel, and the needs of the 

poor.  

 
 B. And as you have opportunity... be generous. 

 C. If your means limits your capacity, your priority is on the family of God. 

 IV. Vs. 7-9 What field are you sowing your life into?  
Soil Matters!

 A. Do not be deceived.  

 B. God cannot be mocked. A man reaps what he sows.  The one who sows to please his 
[flesh], from [the flesh] will reap destruction.

 i. What field are you sowing your seed in?  

 
 ii. How do I use these good things to please my own flesh?  

The question is not, “Can I afford it?” But, “Can I afford it and still remain very generous to
God and others?”

 iii. If we plant our seed to please our flesh, we will reap nothing but corruption. Why? 



 C. The one who sows to please the Spirit, from the Spirit will reap eternal life. 
 

 i. How do we sow to the field of the Spirit?
 a) Giving for the advance of the Gospel

 b) Giving to those in need

■ Luke 16:1-15
 How to use wealth to gain eternal dwellings?

D. Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest 
if we do not give up.

 Why is working hard foundational to sowing to the Spirit?

 When you evaluate a purchase do you ask “Can I afford it?” or, “Can I afford it and still remain 
generous to God and others?”

 Rather than being weary in our doing of good, what attitude should accompany it? How is that 
maintained?
